Drop Off Point

There is no designated drop of point: drivers will have to find a suitable place to stop.
Parking

There are limited car parking spaces within the station. The nearest car park is in Westfield which is South on Wood lane. 
Best time to visit

To avoid busy periods please be aware that weekday peak times are around 7am- 9.30am and 4pm-7pm. At weekends there are no peak times. Line closures regularly occur during the weekend; Tube users are advised to check the TFL website http://www.tfl.gov.uk/ for the latest travel news on line closures. 
If you require any assistance or information, station staff will be located in the station at all times. Help points are located on train platforms and the main ticket hall. 

Approach to the station
There is only one entrance to White City Underground station.
Please note: not all of the crossings are controlled by traffic lights. The rossings are designed in accordance with contemporary guidance; highlighted red dropped kerbs; and tactile paving.

Seating

Each platform on all lines has seating within every 30 metres along the platform

Background information: WHITE CITY
Artist: Anna Barham
The work is in two parts: a series of posters at the station and a series of directly related video works to be viewed online.
Visitors to the station will see the posters in its passageways. Many feature the increasingly commonplace symbols known as Quick Response, or QR, codes. They carry information that can be accessed with appropriate reader software and a smartphone.

Barham has inserted images in place of the solid colour of which the codes are usually made up. It is still possible to discern the range of scenes they depict: they are all taken from journeys along the Central line, including interiors of stations and train carriages, design details and close-ups of the Eduardo Paolozzi mosaics at Tottenham Court Road Underground station. 
White City continues Barham’s longstanding interest in the processes of constructing meaning through language, whose malleable aspects she often further explores through anagrams. From the letters of the station’s name emerges the word Tyche, the Greek goddess of chance and fortune, who becomes the main figure of the project.

WHITE CITY consists of 60 posters installed along the passageways leading to and from the Eastbound and Westbound platforms.
