Getting to Southwark Station
Southwark station is located on:

68-71 Blackfriars Road
London

SE1 8JZ
Southwark station has one entrance on the junction of Blackfriars Road, the Cut and Union Street.
Bus Stops

To locate the nearest bus stop to Southwark station turn left upon exiting the station and walk circa 50 metres along Blackfriars Road.

Taxi Rank

There is no taxi rank located adjacent to the station. Licensed taxi cabs do however routinely service the area. 

Bike racks

Southwark station offers bicycles for hire, sponsored by Barclay’s bank. The bicycle docking station is located behind the entrance at street level. Once exiting the station, turn left and left again immediately.

There are multiple designated bicycle racks to lock private bicycles outside the station on Blackfriars Road, the Cut and Union Street.
Drop-Off Point

There is no designated drop-off point near the station, with a constant flow of traffic congesting Blackfriars Road. 
Parking

Pay & Display parking is available outside Southwark College on the Cut circa 100 metres from the station entrance. Payment is required between 8:00 – 18:30pm Monday to Friday and between 9:30 – 12:30pm on Saturdays. Payment is not required outside of these hours. 
Approach to the station
The pavement is well maintained.

There is no designated seating outside the station, although the area is serviced by restaurants and cafes.

There is no significant change in lighting from street to station during daylight hours.

Accessibility of the exhibition from outside the station

Southwark station is a step-free station, with a lift available from street-level to the ticket hall and another from the ticket hall to platform-level. 
Best time to visit

The station and surrounding area become congested throughout the week during peak commuter hours. We advise you avoid visiting the exhibition space during ‘rush hours’ i.e. before 10:00am and between 15:30 – 19:00pm on weekdays. 
Accessibility of the exhibition from the trains

Southwark station’s ticket hall services the Jubilee line.
Seating

Seating is located within 30 metres on each platform.

Exhibition Space

The exhibition space flanks the entrance to Southwark station on both sides. Note: the exhibition space is outside the station itself. All twelve commissioned posters with respective information line the outer walls of the station facing the Cut and Blackfriars Road. On the Blackfriars Road side, the posters adorn the alls surrounding the bicycles for hire. 
If you require any assistance or information, station staff will be located in the station at all times. Help points, offering audio help and information from members of staff are located on train platforms and in the ticket hall.

N.B. There is no seating provided to view the posters from. 

Toilets

There are no toilets in the station. 
Fire Safety

Any safety messages will be voiced over the tannoy system. Please follow any instructions given.
